SCOTTISH KNIGHTS AND CASTLES 
First / Second Level P3-6 / £132 

Discover more about medieval 
Lanarkshire. Pupils will learn about the role 
of the castle, medieval food and banquets, 
discuss what a knight did and enjoy some 
hands-on fun with full size replica armour.

THE ROMANS First / Second Level P3-6

Learn about the impact of the Roman 
army on Lanarkshire. Pupils will also have 
the opportunity to handle full size replica 
armour and domestic objects and even try 
on a toga.

Where does wool come from? How is it 
woven into cloth? Find out the story of 
tartan and tweed. Pupils will also have 
hands-on experience carding, spinning 
and weaving. Each pupil will take home a 
small woven item.

WORLD WAR II: HOME FRONT Second
